Kal Ali stated that there have been some problems at the One Stop –minor thefts, and there are still issues with kids asking people to buy them cigarettes and alcohol. 
Asda- Kids asking for cigarettes out the front of the shops.

Alison and Suzanne stated that they believe drugs are being used in Brighton Hill Park, in area of the bushes behind ASDA. Glass is being smashed on the pathways by the Dome Area.
Suzanne raised concerns about fly tipping in Bach Close, Verdi Close and Lehar Close.
All- ASB in the parks to include littering. 4 youths causing many issues which are being dealt with by police already.
NEW PRIORITIES:
CRIME PREVENTION for the dark nights over the winter period – conduct a few Beat Surgeries in the morning and evening giving Crime Prevention for Christmas and over the winter period.  We will encourage people to leave lights on in their homes when they are not there as it gets dark before most people get home from work.  We will also encourage the use of Immobilise.Com so members of the public can register their property. 

Anti Social Behaviour – ASDA, All Parks, Brighton Hill Parade, One Stop, Lehar Close and Verdi Close. To include littering, Skips & Ball games.
